Hot Off The Press… 

After several MORE agonising months The State 

Delegates and HA have accepted a number of 

recommendations from the State Delegates and 

returned the Men’s Championships to the traditional 

two-week duration.   

The adjusted dates are: 

 34+ to 50+ (incl): 12 to 20 Jul 24 (incl) (training in Hobart on 11 Jul 24 
TBC) 

 55+ to 65+ (incl): 16 to 27 Jul 24 (incl) (training in Hobart on 16/17 Jul 
24 TBC) (Note: HA have advised a staggered start. Final details will not 
be known until a draw is released) 

 70+ to 75+ (incl): 14 to 27 Jul 24 (incl) (training in HBO 13 Jul) 

It is important for all those participating that the date of the first game in 

each age group cannot confirmed until the draw is released. Just like all past 

years this occurs approx two months prior to the championship. The 

Committee’s advice is to always err 

on the side of caution when 

arranging your travel and 

accommodation.
